INDIVIDUAL READING

The children are always reading in school both individually and through whole class shared texts. Individual reading books are sent home which will reinforce and develop your children’s reading skills. Hearing your child read and discussing their reading is essential and is one of the best ways of supporting your child’s learning. 
To ensure your child becomes a life long reader they will need to take responsibility for their reading.  Recording their reading and making comments about what they have read in their logs helps them to develop important inference and comprehension skills. Parental comments in the reading logs are appreciated and valued. Books from home can also be used to support reading.
Your child will:

□
read once a week with an adult from their individual reading book, discuss their book and be set reading targets.

□
will be supported by an adult with their reading and reading choices.
Reading books and logs should be brought into every day and books will be changed as needed.  

SPELLING

Our focus for this term is the spelling of key words, word families or a focus on a spelling pattern.  We teach the children to look closely at the word, say it, cover the word, write the word and then check. Each week your child’s spelling will be based on a group of letters or spelling pattern. Children are encouraged to use this pattern to find associated words with this pattern as a spelling investigation.
This is called Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check

Parents will need to ensure that spellings are investigated and practiced at home, drawing children’s attention to the pattern or rule. This then helps the child to recall the pattern or rule in their writing.
All children in Class 3 will be given spellings on a Tuesday and then tested the following Tuesday.

Children will be given spellings which will be differentiated.

So TUESDAY is Spelling Day

Encourage your children to:

· look for the spelling patterns
· find this pattern in as many ways as they can 

· look for the ‘hot spot’ the tricky bit e.g. environment - the ‘ron’ in the middle.

· split the words into syllables.
MULTIPLICATION/DIVISION TABLES
The instant mental recall of multiplication tables is important. It is equally important that children understand the link between multiplication and division and that children see the following links: 

e.g. 

7 x 5 = 35

5 x 7 = 35

35 ÷ 5 = 7

35 ÷ 7 = 5

When practising times tables at home please ‘play’ with the numbers to allow your child to make these links.

Year 3 will focus on the multiplication/division of the 2,3,4,5,8 and 10 times tables. Year 4 will be learning all multiplication and division facts up to 12x12.
Multiplication/Division Tables Day is Friday
Please make learning spellings and tables fun by:

· Using gel pens

· Writing it like a giant, like a pixie

· Writing it in shaving foam

· Singing the letters/tables

· Clapping the syllables/tables

· Make a poster of the word family/pattern/tables

· Using crazy post it notes

· Using the tables as you go upstairs, jumping or bouncing a ball

· Making snap cards of the tables.

· Times tables and spelling are best practised a little and often.

Spellings and tables can be fun with a bit of imagination.

HOME LEARNING 
This term your child will be given home learning each week; alternating between maths and English. This home learning will be differentiated to the child’s needs.

Home learning will be given out each Monday to be returned the following Monday commencing Monday 17th September.
INDEPENDENT LEARNERS

Where ever possible please encourage children to develop their independent skills and become responsible for their own reading, homework and personal equipment, including carrying their own bags as they line up on the playground and come into school independently. 
PE
Please ensure PE Kit is clearly named and in school at all times.  During the Autumn, tracksuit bottoms and trainers are needed as well as the usual PE kit consisting of shorts, t-shirt and pumps. Where ever possible we will take the children outside for PE. If your child wears tights, please ensure PE socks are in school.  Earnings must be removed for PE and long hair tied back, also no other jewellery (including FitBit watches) to be worn on PE and swimming days.
