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How to help your child at home with READING.
In Key Stage 1 we use Oxford Reading Tree to support children’s reading development.  Children have the opportunity to read a variety of texts including fiction, non-fiction and poetry.  

Tips for reading at home:

· Set aside a special time each day where you are able to give your full attention to reading with your child.
· Show your interest in their reading by asking them questions about characters and events.

· Give your child time to work out tricky words but also give them prompts to help if they are stuck.  Try these - use the sounds in the word, use the illustrations on the page, jump over the word to read on before going back to fill in the gap.

· Talk about the story once your child has finished reading to check their understanding.
· READING ALOUD TO YOUR CHILDREN IS THE BEST WAY TO GET THEM INTERESTED IN READING.
· Share books at bedtime, read with drama and excitement using different voices for different characters.  
· Read books which have repetitive parts so children can join in.

· Visit the library so the children can choose their own books.
· Look at the front cover of the book and make predictions about what might happen in the story.

· Magazines of topics they are interested in are a great way to support their hobbies and interests.  Don’t forget comics …… I can still remember the anticipation each week of my ‘Bunty’ coming through the door!!
