Class Three
We hope this overview of the Autumn Term 2018 will be useful for you.
	English
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Individual reading will remain a strong focus and we encourage the children to use their logs to record in depth comments about their reading.

Year 3 – In English we will be reading as our class text the ‘Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes. We will be exploring how he uses exciting words to create atmosphere. We will also look at the relationship between Hogarth and the Iron Man. We will use the book as a model for our writing.
Year 4 - We will be reading the Hobbit and following the journey and dangers of their quest. The book is full of descriptive language, tension and action packed scenes. We will use the book to both learn about punctuation and grammar but also to stimulate our imagination for our writing. 

	Maths   
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The main focus for the first term will be place value and securing understanding of number facts and recalling these facts. Children will continue to develop their mental and written strategies for addition and subtraction. Multiplication and division this term will focus on times tables knowledge, particularly instant recall of the relationship between multiplication and division e.g. 7 x 5 = 35 so 35 ÷ 5 = 7
Year 4 children will progress on to a more formal written strategy of multiplication to use with larger numbers. Fractions will feature this term and will be closely linked to division. The children will also work on shape, measures, and data handling. Where possible data handling will be linked with science.                                    


	Science first half term- Light and Shadow
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Through this topic the children will learn about light and how shadows are formed. They will learn about natural and man made light sources. As well as conducting their own investigations on shadows, light and reflections.

	Science second half term- States of Matter
In this topic the children will explore solids, liquids and gases, in order to develop an understanding of all areas of states of matter. Through practical investigations the children will learn how different materials can change from one state to another.
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	In Knowledge and Understanding of the World  - The Vikings - ‘What made the Vikings successful Invaders and Settlers?’
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Through our topic the children will develop their skills as historians and develop their knowledge of the Viking invasion of Britain. Our key areas of study will be; Where did the Vikings come from? Where did they invade and settle? Why did they leave Scandinavia? How and what do we know about them? This will allow the children to begin to appreciate why the Vikings were successful and to empathise with the people of Britain who experienced the invasion.


	P.E – This term in P.E our focus will be ball skills: throwing, catching, kicking, control and movement with a ball. These skills will be taught through a variety of small team games where the children will also have to consider the rules of a game and tactics. 
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Swimming – This term the children will be swimming at Jubilee 2, the children will be; learning to swim, developing their knowledge of water safety, perfecting their strokes, building up stamina, learning life saving skills and working towards different awards.

	Art- Weaving – Rag Rugs
The children will be developing their weaving techniques and learning how to make a rag rug. If you have any materials we can use to make our rag rugs please bring these into school. We would be most appreciative. 
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	Design/Technology- Photo frames
The children will have the chance to explore the materials and components of different photograph frames. They will develop their experience of working with different tools and materials, as well as having the chance to design, make and evaluate their own photograph frames.
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	Music- 
We have been very lucky to secure Mr Hughes for music. The children will continue with their exciting and varied music curriculum.

	RE – Our two topics this term are:
