Class Overview - Year 6 
We hope that this curriculum overview for the Spring Term 2022  will be useful to you.
	English 
Yr. 6 will examine a variety of areas such as: journalistic writing, letter writing, playscripts and narrative.  We will be studying classic texts including extracts from ‘The Secret Garden’ and ‘Treasure Island’. We will also be studying ‘Much Ado About Nothing’ as our Shakespeare text.

Alongside this the children will continue to develop their writing techniques such as use of vocabulary, sentence structure and use of a wide range of punctuation. There will continue to be a focus on grammar and punctuation – revise aids and prompts can will be given for children to keep in their files.
Reading is still of great importance. Can children please read regularly at home and record varied comments in their logs. They are working to fill their Reading Bingo table within the logs.
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Learning will continue to build on the areas covered in the Autumn term, reviewing what they know, whilst deepening understanding further. We will cover areas such as; place value including decimals, mental and written strategies for addition and subtraction, data handling, fractions and decimals. Yr 6 will also cover multiplication (including squaring and cubing), division and BODMAS. They will refine their application of these strategies in relation to reasoning based question. We will also extend their mathematical knowledge including areas such as geometry and statistics.

	Science

Science during the spring term will focus on the topic of ‘Seeing Light’. Children will use their existing knowledge of light to apply it to new concepts. They will look at how our eyes see light and colour and learn about reflection and refraction.
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In the second half of the spring term, we will be exploring ‘Evolution and Inheritance’. Children will look at how particular elements of appearance can be seen in different family members and how offspring are very rarely identical. They will also look at the process of evolution and how animals adapt over time to suit their habitat.


	In Knowledge and Understanding of the World the topic this term is Crime and Punishment.
Pupils will draw upon their existing knowledge of the periods of history they have looked at in other years. They will be exploring how crime and punishment was dealt with from the Roman to the Victorian period and compare it to the 21st century justice system.
Next half term, Year 6 will also be looking at ‘Sustainable Futures’. This will be done through a Fieldwork Week where pupils will have a series of lessons to explore how they can make changes around the school and in their lives to be kinder to the planet.

	P.E - This term the children will be doing dance and indoor athletics. They will develop skills in flexibility and movement. The children will use iPads to film small clips of their dances in order to analyse and develop their skills. In indoor athletics, children will also be doing activities such as, long jump, javelin and speed bounce. Children will be encouraged to improve on their previous scores each week.After February half term, children will be doing gymnastics and will have the opportunity to use the indoor equipment in the hall. 	Art
In the first half term, children will explore texture through the artists, Gustav Klimt and Linda Calverley.
In the second half term, children will explore the artist Barbara Hepworth and look at sculpture.

	Design/Technology
To support our Science topic on Light, pupils will be making their own shadow puppet theatres.

Children will also be doing a unit on ‘Shelters’ and will test different materials to find out which would be best for a shelter. They will plan, build and evaluate a shelter.

	Music- 
Music will continue to be taught by Mr Hughes. 
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The children will continue to develop their music reading skills as they move on to the advanced recorder. The children will also enjoy singing and composing their own rhythms.      

	RE
This half term, children will explore the five pillars of Islam and the meaning and importance of each one. Next half term, children will be building upon their existing knowledge of Salvation and the importance of it during the run up to Easter.

	French                                 
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Madame Hadfield will continue to teach her very interactive and action-packed French lessons to the class every Tuesday.
	Computing
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The Computing curriculum has two parts. Computing will be used across the curriculum areas to enhance and support learning as well as specific skills being taught within discrete Computing lessons, including Coding and using Garage Band in the second half of the term. 

	Personal, Social and Health Education will follow themes during the year but will also be responsive to the development and needs of the children, as well as current topical issues, these will be covered by myself as the class teacher. Discrete PSHE lessons will be taught by Mrs Danks, this term we are discussing “Me in the World”. We will be looking at understanding the role of voluntary, community and pressure groups. The children will also be taking part in the ‘Tweensafe” programme this half term.

	Homework – Homework will be given out each Wednesday to be returned on Monday. Each week the children will be given: a piece of maths, a piece of grammar and a comprehension. Each morning during registration the children will have the opportunity to ask for help. On a Friday lunch time we will run homework club, where the children will have the opportunity to work on their homework or ask for help.

Spellings will be given out each Monday for the test on Friday.
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The spring term in Year 6 will involve lots of fun and exciting learning opportunities and I look forward to sharing these experiences and the learning journey with the children.
